+ Be a senior graduating from a local Vocational/Tech School/Gales Ferry/Ledyard Resident AND
« Plan to pursue a degree or certification program at an accredited 2 - or 4 - year college
* Plan to pursue a degree or certification program at a vocational educational institution.

SELECTION CRITERIA: Applications are evaluated based on a combination of the
following criteria:

+ Community Service
- Extracurricular and Work Activities
« Academic Record and Potential for Growth
